Sevier County Fair Rock Band Tournament OFFICIAL RULES

By entering the Sevier County Fair Rock Band Tournament (the "Tournament"), you agree to
abide by these Official Rules and the decisions of the judges, which shall be final and binding in
all respects.

REGISTRATION:

There is no fee to enter. If you wish to participate in this Tournament, you must register your
band of four up in advance by completing an application, signing release form and turn in to
‘The Sound Man’ BEFORE 4:00 pm on Thursday, August 12. Or by turning paperwork into
Paula Martin, before August 9, 2010, at 250 North Main, #116, Richfield, Utah 84701.

Call 893-0458 if you have questions.

You must register as a Band consisting of four (4) Contestants (Vocals, Guitar, Bass Guitar,
Drums). At the time of registration, each Band must identify one (1) Band member as the
Official Band Leader. Each band must have a band name. You can only register once and you
can’t change/remove yourself and/or any Band member from a Band once you have
registered. In addition, Band members may not play for more than one Band. Subsequent
registrations and participation attempts by a single person are ineligible. Registration for the
Tournament is on a first come, first served basis. If the Tournament has reached maximum
capacity, you can opt to put your name on the waitlist.

All band members must sign a release form for The Sevier County Fair. If you participate, you
agree that we and our designees shall have the right to use your name, city and state of residence,
picture or likeness in any and all media now or hereafter, without additional compensation,
notification or permission, unless prohibited by law. If all registered Members / Contestants of a
Band are not present five (5) minutes before the scheduled start time for its game play session,
such Band will forfeit, and a waitlisted Band may be invited to participate instead. Alternatively,
if all game play sessions have taken place before the First Round has expired, Sevier County
Fair, may, in its sole discretion, invite waitlisted Bands to participate during the Tournament
Period.

HOW TO PARTICIPATE / WINNER DETERMINATION

“Open Play” will be from 4:00 p.m. to 9 p.m. on Thursday, August 12 and on Friday, August 13
from 4:00 p.m. to 7 :00 p.m. Your band may practice during this time. Sign up your time slot
with ‘The Sound Man,’ located at the stage.

The Tournament will start at 7:00 p.m. on Friday, August 13. The Tournament Period consists
of three rounds of gameplay. During the Tournament Period, each Band will compete by
participating in gameplay sessions (How well the band does, and the number of registered bands
will determine the actual number of gameplay sessions each band will play). A gameplay session
is defined as playing one (1) song from among the available “in-game” options in the Rock Band
Play Station 3 video game. Each song will be selected for the band to play at the discretion of the
tournaments administration (Sevier County Fair). Advanced notice of the selected songs may or
may not be made known to Participants. Equipment, including instruments for game will be
provided for use by Sevier County Fair. At the end of a gameplay session, the Band’s in-game
score will be recorded, and averaged with a “stage presence” score from a panel of judges.
At the end of the First Round, the Bands with the eight (8) highest overall scores will advance to
the second round of the Tournament. At the end of the Second round, the four (4) bands with the
highest scores in that round will advance to the final round. At the end of the final round the
Band with the highest overall score for that round will be named the Overall Champion. In the
event of a tie, the tied Bands will participate in a Tie Breaker Round. During the Tie Breaker



Round, each Band will play one (1) song of the Band’s choice from among the available song
list that will be provided by the tournaments administration. At the end of the Tie Breaker
Round, the Band with the highest score in the tie breaker round will advance.

Contestants will be judged on a combination of game play, ‘stage presence’,
and showmanship. So, don’t be afraid to act like a real Rock Star! Let’s have
some fun with this!

CODE OF CONDUCT: Anyone competing in an unsportsmanlike manner or in a manner that
is not in compliance with these Official Rules may be immediately disqualified from this
Tournament. Unsportsmanlike conduct includes, but is not limited to, the following violations:
- Unsportsmanlike conduct

- Swearing or threats

- Screaming Harassment

- Lewdness

- Any other type of conduct deemed inappropriate

« Cheating of any sort through various means including devices to add gameplay

« Any other known or unknown way of tampering with gameplay

WINNER NOTIFICATION: If you are the Overall Champion:

- You will be notified on-site at the Event;

- If you accept a prize, you agree that we and our designees shall have the right to use your
name, city and state of residence, picture or likeness in any and all media now or hereafter,
without additional compensation, notification or permission, unless prohibited by law.

PRIZES: 1% place team will be awarded $200, and the 2™ place team will be awarded $100.
